The hardware includes Desktop
PCs, Windows and Apple laptops, a
variety of tablets and smartphones,
and various types of wearable
technology.

The software applications include,
but are not limited to, mobile app
development, web development,
graphics, database and other
application software.

Students acquire a strong and balanced
foundation in mobile app design and development.

With significant programming and cross-platform
development coursework as well as coursework in
basic graphics, user experience, user interfaces,

web development, data modeling and data retrieval
and usage, students are knowledgeable in all aspects
of the mobile app development cycle. In addition,
students take a business and innovation course and
a mobile app development capstone project course,
during which time they work under the direction of

an industry professional and are mentored by
department faculty to design, build, and publish an app.
