· At least 24 credits must be earned by 800-level courses.
· Core courses (742,717,818,821,822,841,842) must be taken in the first 30 credits. It is usually recommended that the 821-822 sequence be taken later in this sequence.
· Full-time students must register for the statistics seminar in each of their first three quarters.

· Overall Program GPA must be 3.0 or higher. No more than two grades of C or lower in distinct courses.

· The Capstone course should be taken as close to end of your studies as possible and after taking all core courses. (Students who matriculated before January 23, 2007 may take an oral exam, but are encouraged to take the Capstone course instead.)

· Course work (or oral—see previous bullet) must be completed within seven years. 

Take each course only for 3 credits. The 4th credit is designed for non-CQAS students only.
Note that the two options available in online learning are Quality Engineering and Industrial Statistics, but don’t feel restricted by these. If you don’t want either of these options, select “Specialized” instead, choose the courses you feel would be best for your education, and discuss it with your advisor.
