Brooks ANNOUNCES SCHEDULE FOR Free PUBLIC H1N1 VACCINE CLINICS

County to host 10 public flu clinics later this month

Monroe County Executive Maggie Brooks was today joined by County Public Health Director Dr. Andrew Doniger and Nancy Adams, Executive Director of the Monroe County Medical Society, to announce ten H1N1 Flu Clinics over a two-day period this month.  All clinics are free, open to the public and do not require medical insurance.  Additional clinics may be scheduled for mid-December, based upon vaccine availability.
“Monroe County has been working tirelessly with our state and federal partners to bring the H1N1 vaccine to our residents,” said Brooks.  “We hope to reduce waiting times by having daylong clinics throughout Monroe County both during the week and on the weekends.  While these initial clinics are for at-risk groups determined by the federal government – in time - all residents in Monroe County who want the H1N1 vaccine will be able to receive it.”

The federal government has established three phases for vaccination, based upon the risk of illness.  The first clinics are for Phase 1; followed by Phase 2 (healthy adults, age 25-64) and Phase 3 (persons age 65+).  Phases 2 and 3 will be scheduled when most Phase 1 residents have been immunized.

Phase 1 residents include:

· Pregnant women

· Residents age 6 months to 24 years old
· People who live with or care for children younger than 6 months of age
· Residents age 25-64 whom have a chronic medical condition
· Health care and emergency medical services personnel

Tentative December dates include December 10th and 13th and will be confirmed upon receipt of additional vaccine.
“The Monroe County Department of Public Health strongly encourages residents to take advantage of this safe and effective vaccine,” said Dr. Andrew Doniger. “Getting vaccinated as soon as possible provides the best protection for residents not only during this wave of the flu – but for another one that could hit in the near future.”

Many physicians’ offices are also receiving the vaccine for use with priority patients.  “Vaccinating our residents in both public clinics and in doctors’ offices should assure our community of achieving a high immunization rate,” said Nancy Adams.
