	Description 
	Explore the rich history and cultural influences of modern psychology while studying in Central Europe.Program Highlights:

* Spend first five weeks studying abroad in the Croatian capital city of Zagreb, a bustling Central European-style city that is rich in history and culture.
* Earn 6 credits that can be used towards a psychology immersion. 
* Gain a cross-cultural perspective on psychology as classroom topics are enhanced by field excursions within Croatia to explore how theories of psychology translate to a global context.
* Participate in a one-week course-integrated study tour at the end of the program to Vienna, Austria and Munich, Germany.
* Pay discounted tuition for 6 credits - students pay the Croatia rate of tuition.

Courses:
• PSYC 221 - Abnormal Psychology: This course will serve as an introduction to the study of psychopathology and mental illness. The course examines the major categories of mental disorder not only from the descriptive point of view, but also in terms of the major theoretical explanations of the causes of disorder. The major treatment modalities also are covered.

• PSYC 239 - Positive Psychology: This course will provide a survey of the emerging field of Positive Psychology. Topics covered will include defining and assessing "the good life"; the relationships between life satisfaction and personal factors such as wealth, education, and longevity; cross-cultural perspectives; virtues and strengths; and biological factors (i.e., genetics and neurological correlates). The focus will be on contemporary empirical psychology literature, though the course will also draw on literature from historical, philosophical, and economic disciplines.


Pre-requisite:  Introduction to Psychology

Housing:
· Students will stay in shared apartments with kitchens in Zagreb near the RIT Croatia campus. During the study tour, students will stay in shared hotel rooms.

 

Study Tour:
During the final week of the program students will participate in a week-long group study tour to Vienna, Austria and Munich, Germany led by an RIT faculty member.  The group will travel by train from Zagreb to Vienna, Austria where they will spend 4 days exploring local museums and sites of psychological significance. The group will then travel by train from Vienna to Munich where they will spend 3 days visiting the Freud Museum, lab visits at LMU Munich, other local sites and an excursion to the Dachau Concentration Camp. Costs for the study tour including hotel, activities and some meals are included in the overall program cost.


Total Program Dates:  May 18 - June 29, 2019 (Study Tour June 22-29)
