Camp Tiger is located at the Carlson Center for Imaging Science across from
Parking Lot F. Parents/guardians should drop off/pick up their children there.

There are two options for drop of f and pick up of campers:

1. Authorized Adult Drop off/Pick Up (Most Common Method)
2. Self-Transportation*™ (only campers age 14+ with parent/quardian consent
through registration may self-transport)

Check In Procedures

To check-in to camp, you may drop off your camper at the bus loop by the MAGIC
Spells Studios, where staff members will be waiting to greet you! See image below
of the bus loop.

**Please try your best to adhere to a one way system of traffic, as mapped
below, in order to ensure that you don't get stuck in traffic, and we can check in
all campers in an orderly manner.**

Campers can enter from E River Rd down Ward Rd (aquamarine), from Lomb
Memorial Drive down Ward Rd (dark blue), or from Lomb Memorial Drive down
Andrews Memorial Drive (lime green). From these three roads, furn on the Bausch
Blvd (yellow and red), then turn left into the bus loop road next to Parking Lot E

(red). Drivers will drop off their campers, then drive forward down Parking Lot E
(Purple) to exit campus.

Check-Out Procedures

In order to check out your camper, please make your way back to campus and park
in Parking Lot E or F instead of driving up o the bus loop.

Campers will be at the Carlson building waiting for you! Walk up to the staff
members at the building with a legal form of identification (driver’s license,
passport, state ID, etc.) and state the name of your camper. We will verify your
identity based on your identification and the authorized pick up list for the camper
and bring the camper to you!

Once you have your camper, you may exit campus promptly o ensure other adults
can pick up their campers.

Extended Care Drop off / Pick Up

If you take advantage of our extended care program, all staff will be located
inside the Carlson building for activities. Whether you are dropping off or picking
up a camper, please park in Parking Lot E or F and walk in to the Carlson building
(see image). There will be staff members present to welcome you.

FAQs

Can someone else besides me pick up the camper?
Yes! You will need to fill out a form ahead of time o provide someone else
permission to do so.

My camper doesn't like the program they have signed up for. Can they switch?
It depends on the circumstances and what program they would like to switch to.
Please contact camp administration to discuss options.

My camper is younger than 14, but T want them to self-sign out. Is this
possible?

No, any camper under the age of 14 is NOT allowed to self-sign out. This guideline
is put in place as a part of RIT's efforts to protect minors on campus.

What is the refund policy?

Full refunds, minus a $25 administrative processing fee, will be issued through
June 20th. After this date, 50% refunds will be issued until 10 days before the
start of each program session. In the case of illness, a 50% refund will be issued
for the days remaining in the program. Please understand camp undertakes
expenses prior to youth arriving that cannot be recouped.

I want to add extended day options o my camper’s registration. How do I do
this?

Extended day options can be added during registration. If you have already
completed registration, please contact camptiger@rit.edu.

Does Camp Tiger dispense medication or first aid?

We are unable to administer any prescription or over-the-counter medication
brought to Camp Tiger. If parents/guardians approve of the camper to self-
administer medication, Camp Tiger administration must be notified in the medical
portion of camp registration. For any medical attention needed while at camp, the
camper's emergency contact will be notified.
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
