A minor at RIT is a related set of academic courses consisting of no fewer than 15 semester credit hours leading to a formal designation on a student's baccalaureate transcript.

The ASL Performance minor focuses on forms of creative expression that are unique to Deaf communities and signed language. Students develop conceptual, analytical, and artistic skills through analysis and practice. Given that this immersion focuses on the study and use of sign language in a performance environment, a minimum score of 3 on the ASL placement exam; or MLAS-301, INTP-126, or NASL-200, or equivalent course; or department permission is required for admission to the minor.
