The successful candidate for this internship will choose one week
in late February, March, or April. The internship may coincide with
various breaks in the school district of the applicant, such as Spring
Recess, that occur while NTID is in session.

Qualifications and Application Procedures

Internship recipients must primarily teach deaf students
English Language Arts at the high school or middle school level
and have two to five years of teaching experience to be eligible
for the internship.
