Picture 9 (At the mall one girl is leading Bob in one direction and the other three friends are going
in another direction.)

What's happening in this picture?
Picture 11 (One girl and Bob are heading to the dorm. The other three friends with the party
supplies are by the car.)

Why is the one girl walking away with Bob?

Have you ever had a surprise party
or planned one? Tell me about it.
