Request for Bi-Lateral Non-Disclosure Agreement Related to Sponsored Project
Background:
RIT does not encourage the exchange of information under confidentiality since it restricts the free flow of information.  RIT engages in sponsored projects in support of its primary educational mission; restrictions on dissemination are contrary to that purpose.

Bi-lateral Non-disclosure agreements are typically only necessary for the initial phase of project exploration with a sponsor; sponsored project agreements typically contain their own confidentiality terms.  When RIT must accept confidential information (CI) in order to engage in certain projects with a sponsor, the Principal Investigator (PI) should contact SRS as early as possible.  SRS will work with the PI and sponsor to establish an agreement that balances the needs of the University with those of the sponsor.  RIT encourages our investigators to explore partnerships, but we seek to limit the scope and duration of confidential disclosures as much as is feasible.

A bi-lateral NDA is a binding legal agreement, and RIT assumes liability for protecting CI on behalf of its employees.  However, the PI is responsible for controlling access to CI disclosed by the sponsor, and ensuring compliance with the terms of the NDA by all who have access to it.  For information on procedures to protect CI, see RIT’s Information Security website, http://security.rit.edu/.

Please note that only the Vice President for Research may sign a sponsored project NDA on behalf of RIT.  Many of the standard terms in corporate NDAs are unfeasible or inappropriate in a university environment.  As soon as you anticipate needing a confidentiality agreement, give a copy of RIT’s standard NDA to the sponsor (www.rit.edu/research/srs/formsagreements/) and submit this form to SRS.  Standard RIT NDAs are approved and signed much faster than sponsor-provided NDAs, which must go through a sometimes lengthy negotiation cycle.
