Conferring the title of “Honorary Doctor” upon Dr. DeCaro is a manifestation 
of appreciation by our university for the important scientific and practical 
contributions made by the head of Postsecondary Education Network 
International to the development of special educational programs for the hard-
of-hearing in Russia and at BMSTU. 
 
PEN-International has been in existence since 2001. Russia is one of the 
participant countries, which along with the USA, Japan and China,  established 
this program.  Bauman University is the only educational institution on the 
territory of the former USSR and Slavic Europe, where a special department, 
i.e., the Leading Research and Training Center for Professional Rehabilitation 
of the Hard-of-hearing, was founded. 
 
The National Technical Institute for the Deaf  at Rochester Institute of 
Technology, USA, which Dr. James J. DeCaro represents, is an active 
participant in the PEN-International program and a partner of BMSTU, along 
with higher educational institutions of Japan, China, and the Philippines, 
Thailand and Czech Republic, which have recently joined the project. 
 
The opening a year ago of the unique multimedia and distance-learning 
laboratory for deaf students at our university was an important event in the 
implementation of the PEN-International program (Baumanets informed its 
readers of this event earlier).

DeCaro a most cordial welcome on behalf of the university’s faculty and staff, 
expressing appreciation for Dr. DeCaro’s significant personal contribution to 
cooperation among institutions of higher learning all over the world for the 
benefit of providing the hard-of-hearing with better access to higher education.
