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REHABILITATION AND EDUCATION 
 
A delegation of leaders representing an international project to 
create an educational network for the professional education of the 
deaf (PEN-International) visited Novosibirsk a few days ago. The 
experience of the Novosibirsk region in the rehabilitation and social 
support of disabled people was recognized and praised by the 
visiting experts from the PEN-International project, which is 
working to create the conditions so that deaf students can access 
professional education. This assessment of the work of the  
Novosibirsk Institute of Social Rehabilitation by representatives of 
the international American-Japanese delegation, headed by Mr. 
Ishii Yasunobu, during a recent meeting with the region’s governor, 
Mr. Victor Tolokonsky  
 
The main idea of the project is the creation of an international network 
of institutions that provide professional education for the deaf around the 
world. It is planed that Institute of Social Rehabilitation NSTU will 
become a Siberian Center in this project’s network. 
 
As a result of current collaboration with Bauman Moscow State 
technical University and Rochester Institute of Technology (the USA), a 
multi-media laboratory for training the deaf has been equipped at the 
seventh building of Novosibirsk State technical University. Doctor 
James DeCaro (PEN-INTERNATIONAL Project Director) visited 
Novosibirsk to hold discussions regarding ISR at NSTU joining the 
international project. 
 
The delegation was headed by the director of the project, Dr. James 
DeCaro (the USA). He was accompanied by Maria Shustorovich, 
(coordinator of the PEN-International project in Russia), Mr. Ishii 
Yasunobu (a member of the Nippon Foundation of Japan) and by Dr. 
Alexander Stanevsky (director of the Training and Research Center for 
the Deaf at Bauman Moscow State technical University). 
 



The leaders of the International project visited Novosibirsk State 
Technical University, including the specialized multi-media laboratory 
for training the deaf and took part in the seminar “Forms of Organization 
and Technologies for Training Deaf Students”--organized for specialists 
and teachers from schools, professional schools and rehabilitation 
centers  of the Siberian region.

Novosibirsk Institute of Social Rehabilitation was organized in 1992 
in accordance with a mandate from the Government of the Russian 
Federation and in 1995 was attached to Novosibirsk State Technical 
University. 
 
Among Russian training establishments carrying out professional 
education of disabled people the ISR NSTU is unique due to its 
model of training, that is, a continuous multilevel training system 
within framework of the university complex. Within this structure 
three-levels of professional training programs on decorative-
applied, humanitarian and technical studies directions are being 
realized. 
 
During its twelve years the ISR NSTU has prepared 151 specialists. 
About 100 of these graduates are working successfully in jobs for 
which they were trained, jobs they found for themselves. The 
geography of the ISR NSTU is large. At ISR, 297 students from 
different Russian regions (from Sochi to Kamchatka) receive their 
education.  
 
ISR NSTU had established close scientific cooperation and 
conducted exchanges with rehabilitation centers and schools in 
Germany, England, the USA and Canada.
