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Yesterday afternoon, more than 150 deaf students at Zhongzhou University's Special 
Education College were very excited as they celebrate a holiday. Prof. James DeCaro, 
Director of PEN-International and former Dean of NTID, said that the students will soon 
be able to use a video-conferencing instructional system, for free, and communicate face-
to-face with students and teachers in foreign colleges for the deaf.  

Yesterday afternoon, Zhongzhou University and PEN-International formally signed an 
agreement in Zhengzhou City. After TUT, CCU, and BUU, ZZU is the fourth college in 
China to join PEN-International. After joining PEN-International, ZZU will install a 
video-conferencing instructional system at no charge to ZZU, be provided teacher 
training and other services at no charge to ZZU, and be provided with advanced 
educational technology for deaf students in postsecondary education.  These will help to 
close the gap between deaf and hearing people, and between deaf people and society. 
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
