Page 222, International Deaf Postsecondary Education Network (PEN-international) 
or “PEN” program.  
 
PEN is an international NGO which utilizes up-to-date information technology to 
develop special postsecondary education programs for the deaf. It was initiated by 
college educators in China, USA, Japan, and Russia and established on June 29, 2006. 
Its mission is to develop and utilize internet technology and approaches that can 
promote postsecondary education for the deaf and support and improve PEN 
members’ network technology and service programs. Its primary aims are, excellence, 
accomplishment, and innovation. PEN headquarter is located in the US at the National 
Technical Institute for the Deaf (NTID) in Rochester, New York. The Nippon 
Foundation in Japan has provided 4 million dollars of initial funding.  The PEN 
program members in China include the Tianjin University of Technology for the Deaf, 
Beijing Union University Special Education College, Changchun University Special 
Education College, the Deaf Art and Design College at Zhongzhou University. The 
National Technical Institute of the Deaf at the Rochester Institute of Technology, 
Tsukuba University of Technology (Japan), Bauman Moscow State Technical 
University (Russia) and the De La Salle University - College of Saint Benilde
