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The TUT Technical College for the Deaf, a principal member of PEN-international, is
thus far the only college of its kind in China, and one of the most famous technical
colleges for the deaf in the world. It has good cooperative relations with other
technical colleges for the deaf in Japan, the USA and several other countries. with

frequent academic and student exchanges between them.

In its history of fifteen years, over 300 students have entered the society as teachers,
architects, public officials in federations of the disabled, and internet management.
In recent years, all of the college’s graduates have found employment. In May, 20086,
its course of computer science & technology was awarded the title of Distinguished
Major.
