	Format:
	· A suggested format is: 1/3 lecture and presentation, 1/3 interactive activities (examples from NTID and research studies) and 1/3 discussion of application of topic at participants home university.  Developers of the workshop are expected to select a format for their workshops that they deem most appropriate.


	Development Parameters:
	1. Meet with team of content developers for the 6 workshops and establish an overall plan for  the sequence of presentations.

2. Develop a brief description of the workshop with goals and suggested format for presentation and interactivity.  These descriptions will be reviewed by the other members of the development team for comment and revision.
3. Produce a workshop/training plan.  Includes topics, objectives and outcomes.
