Abstract of my presentation
The paper is in four parts.  The first is the introduction which details possible reasons as to why Deaf children and adults have literacy problems.  One main problem is the way English teachers deliver their courses and the fact that 99.9% of them are hearing has a bearing on the way Deaf children learn the language.  The second part is the development of the Literacy course and the way it is constructed to fill in the gaps that Deaf children did not have the opportunity to learn properly.  This is followed by the third part showing pertinent information about the learners who took part in my course with figures showing their comprehension of the various parts of speech.  The final part is a short summing up of the paper.
